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In the Spotlight: Josephine Halkias Tsarnas

NEW YORK - Josephine Halkias
Tsarnas is the newly-elected

President of the Philoptochos
Society/Baha Chapter of Kimisis

Tis Theotokou in Holmdel, New
Jersey. She also holds a position

on the Metropolis of New Jersey
Philoptochos Board of Directors,
which serves the greater area of

five states, including New Jersey,
Pennsylvania, Delaware,

Maryland and Virginia. In both
capacities, she is passionate

about bringing people together

to help the organization fulfill

its mission. Some people think

the Greek American Community
could run on autopilot. Many

take them for granted. Where

else would Greeks in Astoria go

if not to all the Greek organizations
there? There are two

points to be made: first, what

would come of those organizations

if there were no officers

and others to plan and run those
events, all on a volunteer basis,

and second, the Greeks don’t all

live on Ditmars Boulevard anymore.
Many of them live in places like Kan-
sas. Wherever they are, they know they
can rely on people like Josephine
Tsarnas to make sure the organizations
are there when then need them.

TNH: What is the mission of the mod-
ern Philoptochos society?

JHT: Philoptochos works for the per-
petuation of the Orthodox faith and the
promotion of philanthropy throughout
the country. As we in the organization
work to fulfill our Mission, we connect
people with their living faith, showing
them that living your faith means to
extend yourself in ways that make a
difference in the lives of those in need
of comforting and care. We do this
through the church and its ministries. I
provide leadership, direction and focus
in the defining of the chapter’s organ-
izational goals, as we find new ways to
fulfill the Mission. The fulfillment of
our Mission is done through our nu-
merous committees, such as The Col-
lege Connection, which provides our
college bound youth the opportunity to

maintain a connection with their church and
the community, while they are living on cam-
pus. It also enables them to

acclimate to their home community

easily when they return from college.

TNH: What else does Philoptochos

do?

JHT: Other activities that Philoptochos spear-
heads to fulfill our philanthropic mission

are more hands on, such as providing three
hundred meals for homeless people in Dover,
New Jersey this past July, visiting nursing
homes and children's’ hospitals throughout the
New Jersey Metropolis, knitting hats and blan-
kets for children who are victims of cancer,
and reading stories to them. You can find

us extending ourselves by giving rides to those
in need in our community when they need to
get to the lab for blood tests, doctor’s offices
or go to the supermarket.

TNH: Are their joint activities with other par-
ishes?

JHT: Throughout the upcoming year our
Chapter in Holmdel will be joining chapters in
Asbury Park and Toms River to participate in
a National Chapter Challenge, which has as its
focus on Alzheimer’s Awareness. Together we
will Walk to End Alzheimer’s on September
24,2011, in Point Pleasant, New Jersey. All
money raised in conjunction with this event
will be used by the Alzheimer’s Association as
they search for a cure of those afflicted and
support programs to help with quality of life
issues.

TNH: Has your life path been

influenced by your Ancient and/or Modern
Greek and Orthodox heritage?

JHT: Yes. I was raised in a Greek Orthodox
household, where the Greek language was
spoken. I personally attended Greek School for
eight years and my church was a large part of
my life growing up. All Greek Orthodox faith-
ful understand that Hellenism is intertwined
with our religion.
